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Training Bursaries for Protocol Development School

We aim to ensure your idea gets the input needed to turn it into a scientifically robust well-written protocol suitable for a grant application, an ethics committee or review board submission, or for publication in a journal. You will be asked to submit a brief research outline no less than two weeks before the course begins (If you don’t yet have an idea ready for protocol development, you can still attend, and help with other participants’ protocols.)

Study designs suitable to bring to this workshop include randomised trials, cohort studies (prospective or retrospective), case-control studies, and surveys. Protocols for qualitative and mixed methods studies will also be covered.
